The Financial Challenges We Face  (numbers are approximate)

· Monthly Expenses = $18,500 (after reducing spending $4500/month since last year)
· Monthly Offerings =  $10,200
· Amazing Grace Income Beginning Next Month = $2,000

Difference Between Income and Expenses Per Month - $6,300

The loan money that we have been borrowing through the Southern District that has been assisting us to meet operating expenses runs out in September.  We are currently paying the interest on that loan total of $175,000.

What are we doing to reach financial stability?

· Looking for new partnerships – expanding the CrossRoad network to include others.  
· Seeking Outside Grants and Gifts, as well as small fund raising activities, ie:  Kroger Cards
· Asked Brenda to circulate her resume’ to other churches in case we are unable to continue her position.
· Asking you to re-evaluate your regular tithes and offerings – joyful,  first fruit (automatic),  proportional
